“The whole world together participates in the divine 
goodness more perfectly, and represents it better, 
than any single creature whatever.”

On Sunday, October 7th, we celebrate World Com-
munion Sunday at St. Paul’s UCC.  It is a time when 
we join with Christians around the globe in one of the 
most unifying acts of the Christian faith – the remem-
brance of Jesus’ life, death, and resurrection through 
the broken bread and the shared cup of the Last 
Supper.  This ritual, instituted by Jesus in the Upper 
Room on the night before his crucifixion, is so central 
to the life of faith that it’s hard to imagine being a 
Christian without participating in it. 
 
What is distinctive about World Communion Sunday 
is that we are more conscious of the fact that there 
are several billion others around the world who share 
our loyalty to Jesus Christ and are committed to fol-
lowing his teaching and way of life.  To join with 
them at the Lord’s Table on the same say is indeed 
a privilege, even as it challenges us to continue to 
pray for and work toward our greater unity. 
 
The words of St. Thomas Aquinas at the beginning 
of this page remind us that we can do more together 
than we can do separately.  And that includes com-
ing together for worship.  The sum is indeed more 
than the parts as we sing in one voice, pray in one 
spirit, laugh and cry and speak together in the com-
mon setting of the church.  So, I once again urge 
your attendance on this important occasion of World 
Communion Sunday at St. Paul’s Church. 
 
This year it will be an intergenerational service with 
children and youth participating throughout. There 
will be no Sunday School classes that day.   We will 
be one congregation joined in the sanctuary as the 
family of St. Paul’s Church.   
To add to the family feeling, there will be a brief 
hymn sing just before we begin, so plan to arrive as 
few minutes early.  Young people will help lead the 

service - reading, singing, ushering, and greeting.  
All our Sunday School teachers and support staff will 
also be installed and consecrated that morning.  
When it’s time for communion, worshippers will be 
invited to the front of the church.  Children will re-
ceive the bread and a blessing, while high-schoolers 
and adults will receive both the bread and the cup.  It 
will be a very special moment as our congregation 
unites in our common love of the Lord. 
 
Speaking of joining together in love, some may not 
yet have heard that Ginnie and I will be going to Af-
rica the last two weeks in October to visit our daugh-
ter Laura who is a Peace Corps worker in Mali.  We 
have not seen her in over a year and can hardly wait 
to give her a big hug, hear first hand what she is do-
ing, and meet the people she is working with.  We 
will be gone October 15-30. 
 
During that time, adequate coverage has been ar-
ranged for St. Paul’s Church.  Our own Carol Clifford 
will lead the worship service on October 21, and the 
Rev. Tim Rhodes from our UCC LifeLink agency in 
Bensonville will be here to preach on October 28.  
Rev. Hendrik Boer, chaplain at Rest Haven West, 
will provide pastoral care as needed, and Lee Anne 
will keep her usual hours in the church office during 
those days. 
 
I have always considered local congregations to be 
“of the people, by the people, and for the people,” as 
Lincoln once put it.  October at St. Paul’s is a time 
when we can once again put that principle into prac-
tice.  There are so many opportunities to be involved 
at St. Paul’s.  I hope you will read this Scroll with an 
eye to how you can be with others meaningfully at 
St. Paul’s in the coming months. 
 
Perhaps Jesus’ prayer will be our prayer as we move 
through these fall days:  
 “May they all be one, even as I and the Father are  
  one, that the world may believe.”  John 17:22-23

OCTOBER FOCUS 
The Lafiya Team has been exploring ways to 
revitalize the “Helping Hands” project that we 
started a couple of years ago.  When we sur-
veyed the congregation about ways to help 
other members of our St. Paul’s family, we got 
a terrific response to the many areas of service 
listed in the survey.  While the offers of help 
were generous and genuine, we found that 
many of our volunteers were never called 
upon.  We would like to refocus our request for 
service by concentrating on the few key areas 
where we see the greatest need for help:   
1) Visiting the homebound. 
2) Food preparation (for those just out of the 
hospital, for families with new babies, etc.). 
3) Transportation (to doctor’s appointments, to 
church services, etc.). 
4) Sending well-wishes via cards and notes. 
In October, we will include a special card in the 
stewardship mailing asking for everyone to 
consider prayerfully if they can help out in the 
caring ministry of St. Paul’s Church.  The time 
commitment is minimal, but the rewards are 
great.

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NEWS FROM FISH PANTRY  
In July, Fish gave 134 families (398 people) 
184 bags of food.  In August, Fish gave 130 
families (389 people) 186 bags of food. 
During the summer, the pantry received fresh 
vegetables from St. Andrew’s Gleaners. 
In July, the pantry received 170 cases of gov-
ernment commodities.  An in August, the pan-
try was the recipient of 223 cases of commodi-
ties.  These shipments contained some meat.  
Our clients are always happy when their bags 
have meat in them. 
The pantry needs toilet tissue, bar soap and 
cereal. 
Fish always needs phone volunteers.  There 
will be a training session in the near future.  If 
you would like to help Fish by taking a tele-
phone shift, please see me or Jean Nystrom.

Healed or Cured?

I’ve been reading the book of Mark, lately.  In 
the second chapter, Jesus is surrounded by  a 
crowd in Capernaum.  A paralyzed man’s 
friends decide it is so important for him to see 
Jesus that they climb up on the roof, above Je-
sus, dig through the roof and let the man down 
in front of him.  Jesus looks at the man and 
says, “Your sins are forgiven.”  The scribes 
who were there are thinking, “Who is this guy?  
And what does he think he’s doing?  Only God 
can forgive sins!  He’s blaspheming by claim-
ing God’s powers!”  And Jesus, knowing what 
they were thinking, confronted them: “Why are 
you thinking this?  Is it easier to forgive his 
sins, or to tell him to get up, take up his bed, 
and walk?” And then, to prove to them that he 
has the power to forgive those sins, he turns to 
the man and says, “Take up your bed, and 
walk.”  And the man does. 
 
Which was the more important gift that Jesus 
gave – the forgiveness of sin (healing) or the 
restoration of the ability to walk (cure)?  Fortu-
nately, the man received both!  Jesus granted 
the cure, however, only as proof of his power 
to grant the healing.  How many times does 
Jesus say to someone who has been restored, 
“Your faith has made you whole.”  Faith pro-
vides the connection with Grace, the forgive-
ness that begets healing.  Some will be fortu-
nate enough to also receive a cure for their 
bodily ills.  But think how hollow that would be 
without the healing.   
 
I keep thinking about how I judge whether my 
prayers are answered.   Do I have the faith to 
believe that the important part is that my sins 
are forgiven, that my soul is healed and re-
stored to right relationship with God?  Or do I 
insist that all is not right unless I get my way, 
and I get exactly what I asked for – that I’m not 
only healed but cured?  I pray the prayer of the 
man whose son had a demon, “I believe, help 
my unbelief.” (Mk 9:24)
